We work with a staff ratio of 1:3 in Baby B's, Bumble B's and Buzzy B's and a staff to

child ratio of 1:4 to 1:8 (maximum) within the Big B's Room.

We give all children positive reinforcement as this helps o create a good self-image and

encourages appropriate behaviour towards each other.

We like to think we are able to give the children in our care stability and security within a

caring environment.

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OVERVIEW

The children will have lots of fun, and learn through play, in a warm and happy
environment where cuddles abound. The emphasis will be on stimulating the children’s own
interest in learning. They will learn to enjoy each other, fo help one another, to behave,
to develop social skills, and to start to understand the world about them.

When the time comes they will start to learn the colours, numbers, pattern recognition
and much, much more. The children will enjoy dance, drama and music as part of the
syllabus.

All in all, the children will have a very full day, learning through play.

Baby B's - Babies from 3 months to 12 months
have a specially designed room with a milk kitchen,
changing and sleeping areas, and equipment to suit
their age range. The Baby B's day is tailored to
their own routine and they will be given a gentle
introduction to new experiences through Treasure
Baskets and Holistic play.

Children from 12 months - 18
months have their own room with more advanced
play activities. There is scope for physical play,
imaginative play, and painting. They also have
access to the garden and the local park, weather
permitting. When the children reach the Bumble
Bs room more structured activities are
introduced to assist their overall development.
Social interaction is encouraged by allowing them
to mix with the older children for short periods
during the week, provided that they are ready
emotionally for the experience.

Buzzy B's - Children from 18 months - 2 3 years have
their own activity and quiet areas. At this stage some more educational materials are
introduced fo provide an enjoyable and adventurous programme. The assessments at this
stage concentrate on skills in identifying basic shapes, colour recognition, counting, and
language development. Outdoor play, visits, and visitors will encourage the Buzzy B's to
explore the outside world. Above all, we concentrate on their emotional and social
development.
