At Brooklands our small class sizes (average 13) means we provide a staff:pupil ratio of 1:8 throughout the School. Through individualised learning programmes we can cater for a wide spectrum of ability given we are a non-selective school from 3 months to 11 years.

The Rainbow Educational Provision falls into the following categories:

1. Gifted and Talented. Children are identified by the staff. They are given opportunities to expand their knowledge and understanding through a variety of in-class and after school activities set by their teachers. Since the millennium we have gained over 30 Scholarships and awards to our senior destination schools.

2. Mainstream. The majority of our children fall into this category benefiting from small classes with individualized work programmes. Regular assessments ensure progress is monitored carefully.

3. Teacher intervention*. Minimal extra support in mainstream teaching – all staff aware. (Monitored by child’s Form Teacher).  Reviewed termly with all staff.

4. Teaching assistant support* – as with No. 3 but more directed to cater for a range of needs which require regular monitoring. Reviewed by Form Teachers monthly.

5. Special Lessons*£. Regular withdrawal from lessons, usually 1-2 x 35 min lessons with the SENCO.

6. Keyworker*£ - ‘In-class support’ – individuals or groups of children – delivered by BLEND Staff.  

7. Special Intensive Learning Support Classes (SILC) *£. ‘Blanket’ withdrawal: for ALL literacy or numeracy or both.  Delivered by a range of BLEND staff dependent on need.

* - These children will have an Individual Educational Programme (IEP) which is updated termly.
£ - This level of intervention attracts additional costs.
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
